Dear Parents and Students,

Thank you for showing an interest in St. John’s Drama Department! This year’s play will be “Beauty and
the Beast Jr”. Our practices will be on Wednesdays and Thursdays, from 3:15-5:15pm. (Students should go to
the LOWER carline, and at the end of the carline, the teachers will bring them back into the building.) The play
performances will be in early March.

Theatre is a big commitment, and it is very difficult to have great rehearsals when some students are
missing. Attendance needs to be a priority. This includes staying for the entire practice. We expect good
attendance, grades, and behavior both in the classroom and in drama. If you have prior commitments that may
conflict, please list them on the form below. Drama fees are $30 for all students (includes a script and t-shirt for
everyone, including crew). FEES ARE DUE WITH THIS FORM by September 17 in order to audition or join the
crew. Checks are preferred, payable to St. John’s School.

Cast: Auditions will be held for 6th-8th grades on Wednesday, September 17 from 3-5:00pm. Auditions
for 4th-5th grades will be held Thursday, September 18 from 3-4:30pm.

To prepare for auditions: 1) Main Part- We would like everyone to audition with a 30-45 second portion
of a song of your choice from the folder of tracks that we will provide. You will NOT be allowed to audition
acapella. We will play your track for you when you audition. Be sure to practice! You may also be given a scene
to read and act out or a dance sequence to try at your audition. 2) Smaller Part- Come to auditions ready to sing,
dance, and act with a small group. We’ll choose the songs and scenes for you. Not everyone will be given a
singing or dancing role. Auditions will be assessed based on diction and projection, stage presence, vocal/singing
ability, dance/movement, and focus. Fourth graders will be in the Ensemble (along with some older students).

Crew: Crew is open to ONLY grades 6-8. You will begin coming to practices when we begin rehearsals on
the stage, in January, but be sure to turn in your forms and fees now. Your attendance is important. Please fill
out the permission and crew portion of the forms below. You do NOT need to attend auditions. There is a
mandatory Crew Meeting on October 16. Some crew leaders will need to come to drama practices earlier than
January. We will let you know if that includes you.
